	Unit 6:  The 20th Century (1914 – Present)

	
	The Big Picture:

From 1870 to 1914, tensions increased amongst European nations due to advanced militaries, imperial competition, and feelings of nationalism. The outbreak of war between Serbia and Austria-Hungary triggered a series of European alliances and the beginning of World War I between the Central Powers and the Allied Powers. During WWI, Russia experienced economic and political problems that allowed Vladimir Lenin and the Bolsheviks to overthrow the Russia Czar and create the world’s first communist nation. By 1919, the Allies had won and signed the Treaty of Versailles, which created a League of Nations to prevent future wars, but brutally punished Germany - inadvertently leading to another world war.
In the years following WWI, totalitarian regimes came to power in Italy, Japan, and Germany. In 1939, these nations expanded in Europe, Africa, and Asia, which ignited World War II. WWII proved to be a much larger, more costly, and more deadly war than World War I. WWII brought new changes: the development of atomic weapons, two new superpowers (the USA and USSR), and the United Nations (formed to maintain world peace).

As World War II came to an end, a new conflict began between the United States and the Soviet Union known as the Cold War. This began as a conflict between different ideologies (communism vs. capitalism). The USSR tried to expand communism. The USA used “containment” to successfully stop communism’s spread in Western Europe in the 1940s, but the USA failed to stop its spread through Asia and Latin America. New Cold War technologies led to a space race as well as a nuclear arms race.  In the decades following World War II, imperial colonies in Asia and Africa gained their independence. These new nations took control of their own futures, but many nations faced political and economic problems left over from imperialism. Advances in technology increased globalization and led to advances in human rights as well as global terrorism.
